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How to Publish an Adobe Presenter Presentation to Your Scholar Site 
August 2009 

 

 
1. Install WebDrive (Windows) or CyberDuck (Mac OSX). These 

programs allow you to set up a drive on your computer to add files 
to the Scholar server by linking with the site “Resources” folder 
from your desktop. You will be able to perform tasks such as 

copying, pasting, dragging, and dropping your files into the folder. 

Log on to Scholar and click on the “Resources” tab, on the right of 
the screen. Choose the “Upload‐ Download Multiple Resources” 
link and follow the directions to install WebDrive or CyberDuck. 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2. Launch PowerPoint/Adobe Presenter, choose “Publish”.  
Select “Publish Presentation” 

presentation to  
“My Computer”.  

Do not select “Zip package” as an 
output option. Unlike Blackboard, 

Scholar does not use zip files. 
Presenter creates a “folder” that 
contains many files that make 

your presentation play. 

 

 

3. Copy your unzipped Adobe Presenter presentation folder into your Scholar course “Resources” 
folder through your Web Drive connection. Check your computer desktop  for a shortcut icon to 
WebDrive. Log in and copy, paste, or drag your Adobe Presenter presentation folder into your Scholar 

course “Resources” folder. 

 

Log in to Scholar and open the “Resources” folder. 

Inside is the uploaded Adobe 
Presenter presentation folder.  
Choose the “Assignments” link in the 

course menu items on the left. Select 
either “Add” a new assignment or 
“Edit” an existing assignment to link 

to your Adobe Presenter 
Presentation. 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4. Link your presentation. Linking content in Scholar is exactly the same as linking in any other software 
program such as Microsoft Word or PowePoint. Scroll down to the “Assignment Instruction” panel. Type 

in a title and, or description for your Adobe Presenter presentation.  Select the text and choose the 
“Insert/Edit Link” on the tool bar. You can also link to any other type of uploaded content that has been 
uploaded to the “Resources” folder such as PDF’s, Word, JPEG’s etc.  

 

 

This will open the “Link – Webpage Dialog” box. Click on the “Browse Server” button. Browse your list of 

Scholar course sites and locate the uploaded Adobe Presenter presentation from the “Resources” folder.  

 

Open the presentation folder and select the 
“index.htm” file. The linked “index.htm” file allows 
your presentation to be played. Your presentation is 

now linked in your Assignment (see below). 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5. Return to the Assignment to view the presentation. Scroll down to the “Assignment Instructions” 
and click on the link to view the presentation. That is how you upload and link your presentation and 

other content in Scholar.
